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Again it becomes our duty to report the schools
in town for the past school year. We are happy
to say that the standard of scholarship is steadily
advancing.  We have in our schools to-day a few
scholars as well qualified to teach as many of our
teachers.  And by no means do our teachers fall
behind those of -other towns, for we have some of
the best, Nearly all of them have had some ex-
perience although a few have made their first
attempt, but with good success,.  Writing is sadly
neglected in most of the schools. Some devote too
little time to the exercise while the scholars for the
most part labor to kill the half hour by scraTcHING
without care orinterest. Rhetorical exercises have
been attended to in the majority of the schools
with marked success. Parents would do well to
encourage this branch of education that all the
scholars in town may take an interest in a matter
of such vital importance. By looking at the
Statistical List it will be seen that we have 554
cases of tardiness and only T3 scholars were not
absent a half-day. Why is this? Are the pupils
in the fault? Not wholly; for by personal investi-
gation we have ascertained that in most cases the
importance of punctuality and regular attendance
